	DEVELOPMENT MATTERS
	POSSIBLE ADULT LED ACTIVITIES

	PERSONAL, SOCIAL AND EMOTIONAL DEVELOPMENT

30-50:
Is more outgoing towards unfamiliar people and more confident in new social situations

Confident to talk to other children when playing and will communicate freely about own home and community

Keeps play going by responding to what others are saying or doing
40-60:

Explains own knowledge and understanding and asks appropriate questions of others

Aware of the boundaries set, and of behavioural expectations in the setting
	· Model how to use different areas of provision/resources and how to tidy it away both indoors and outdoors. 
· Encourage positive play both indoors and outdoors- identify what is acceptable. 
· Identify heroes at home and in the community such as fire fighters, police, paramedics etc.  

· Create ‘golden rules’ for the classroom

· Learn how to resolve conflicts such as saying unkind words, snatching and using rough hands.

· Learn each other’s names/encourage turn taking: Use the parachute, choose a friend to roll the ball to, play board games
· Encourage children to independently select resources

	COMMUNICATION AND LANGUAGE

30-50:
Shows understanding of prepositions such as ‘under’, ‘on top’, ‘behind’ by carrying out an action or selecting correct picture
Beginning to understand ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions

Uses talk to connect ideas, explain what is happening and anticipate what might happen next, recall and relive past experiences. 

40-60:

Uses language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences in play situations

Extends vocabulary, especially by grouping and naming, exploring the meaning and sounds of new words
Maintains attention, concentrates and sits quietly during appropriate activity
	· Play a variety of memory games such as ‘in my bag I packed…’ and ‘On my way to grandpa’s I saw…’

· Use talk to go on an imaginary journey to faraway places

· Talk about real life journeys that children have been on- Where did they go? How did they get there? What did they see/do?

· Create a ‘Talking table’- Children bring in special objects from home, or interesting things that they have found that they would like to share and talk about with the rest of the class. (include mirrors and magnifying glasses to promote talking)
· Enjoy listening to a variety of books such as ‘The journey home from grandpa’s’, ‘The train ride’, ‘Whatever Next!’ and ‘Duck in a truck’.

	PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT

30-50:
Runs skilfully and negotiates space successfully, adjusting speed or direction to avoid obstacles- Baseline

Can catch a large ball

40-60: 

Experiments with different ways of moving- Baseline

Begins to form recognisable letters- Baseline

 Jumps off an object and lands appropriately
Begins to use anticlockwise movements to retrace vertical lines

Uses a pencil and holds it effectively to form recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed
	· Participate in daily ‘wake and shake’ sessions
· Participate in ‘Dough Gym’ sessions

· Take part in a variety of fine motor activities  
· PE activities- ‘Leap into Life’ :

· To walk and run using a variety in the length of stride,

·  To develop a take-off action for a variety of jumps, 

· To develop correct landing techniques,

·  To investigate different ways of moving isolated body parts and link together,

·  To travel on their back, stomach, bottom and feet,

·  To trap a ball with hands and feet,

·  To estimate the number of travelling steps (hop, gallop, slide) to reach a destination

	LITERACY

30-50:

Beginning to be aware of the way stories are structured
Describes main story settings, events and principal characters

Suggests how the story might end

40-60:

Hears and says the initial sound in words

Continues a rhyming string

Can segment the sounds In simple words and blend them together.

Writes own name and other things such as labels and captions
	· Create opportunities for children to write labels, lists and captions linked to topic/their interests

· Create name labels for their construction models
· Letter formation using a variety of sensory materials such as gloop, water beads, shaving foam, paint in a ziplock bag

· Introduce ‘phoneme frames’ and ‘sound buttons’ to support segmenting and blending activities

· Writing for a purpose- tickets, parking tickets, postcards, passports etc
· Learn about capital letters, finger spaces and full stops- link to ‘Word Space’ song (and learn the symbols)
· Sequence familiar stories into the correct order- identify beginning, middle and end
· Enjoy listening to a variety of stories linked to theme/children’s interests

	MATHEMATICS
30-50: 
Uses positional language

Recites numbers in order to 10

Compares two groups of objects, saying when they have the same number

40-60:

Recognises numbers 1-5
Counts out up to 6 objects from a larger group

Uses the language of ‘more’ and ‘fewer’ to compare two sets of objects

Finds 1 more or 1 less from a group of up to five and then ten objects

Records using marks that they can interpret and explain
	· Number rhymes- use as a stimulus to work on Number formation/recognition/1-1 correlation/matching objects to quantities. 
· Use the ‘Problem Blob’ to introduce number problems such as putting numbers in order, finding missing numbers, identifying 1 more and 1 less
· Create and recreate simple patterns
· Use positional language
· Compare groups of objects- saying when they have the same amount
· Use the language of ‘more’ and ‘fewer’ when comparing quantities
· Sorting similarities and differences eg. Wheels/no wheels, Rolls/doesn’t roll, Floats/Doesn’t float

	UNDERSTANDING THE WORLD

30-50:
Knows some of the things that make them unique, and can talk about some of the similarities and differences in relation to friends or family.

Recognises and describes special times or events for family or friends

Talks about why things happen and how things work

Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects- Baseline
Comments and asks questions about aspects of their familiar world such as the place they live or the natural world-Baseline
Shows skill in making toys work by pressing parts or lifting flaps to achieve effects such as sound, movements or new images (Link to the Ipad and IWB)

	· Participate in a variety of cooking activities

· Learn about our local environment through ‘Welly Walks’
· Learn to use everyday technology such as iPad, computer, Interactive Whiteboard, Toaster
· Learn about emergency vehicles and when to call 999. 

· Visit from an emergency vehicle- children can explore the vehicle and look closely at their uniform and equipment

· Learn about and explore different vehicles such as cars, planes, trains and boats- identify how they travel
· Explore forces- floating and sinking, pushes and pulls

· Participate in push and pull activities such as riding bikes/scooters, opening and closing doors etc identify if they used a push or a pull force

· ‘Explorer dome’ visit Monday 2nd November- participate in a ‘forces’ workshop.

	EXPRESSIVE ARTS AND DESIGN

30-50:
Explores and learns how sounds can be changed

Beginning to be interested in the texture of things

Understands that they can use lines to enclose a space, and then begin to use these shapes to represent objects- Baseline

40-60:

Explores what happens when they mix colours

Begins to build a repertoire of songs and dances

Uses simple tools and techniques competently and appropriately- Baseline
Introduces a storyline or narrative into their play
	· Learn and put music to a variety of songs e.g ‘Wheels on the bus’ and ‘London’s burning’
· Learn how to use a pencil to draw lines to create simple shapes for a picture e.g fire engine pictures

· Learn how to use simple techniques appropriately e.g printing. (Look at the work of Kandinsky, and use different sized circles to recreate his famous artwork)
· Explore colour mixing through practical activities
· Explore different textures

· Act out scenarios from different stories that we have read.


Provision enhancements/Provocations
· Mark making- paint in a ziplock bag, tray of PVA glue/gloop, wrap up large wooden blocks in paper, post it notes/labels in construction/small world areas

· Character books- children create their own story and write it down (mark make) – adult can scribe what they have said underneath

· Dry wipe pens on mirrors/windows

· Scissor skill table- pattern cards for children to cut out

· Mark making/letter dice- roll the dice and copy the pattern/letter
· Hopskotch- letters/words/numbers

· Hide numbers/letters around indoor and outdoor areas for children to find

· Number targets- throw balls/beanbags at the numbers and say which number they hit

· Talking table- find interesting things to put on the table, encourage children to bring in interesting objects/pictures

· Outdoor ‘treasure’ or ‘trash’ game- read CVC words on balls, and post down the right shute either treasure chest or bin (real and sudo words)

· Challenge stations- literacy, numeracy and fine motor.

· ‘Sound it out’ parking lot/train station- attach sounds onto cars/trains- encourage children to park the vehicles and sound out the words/give them a word to make and encourage children to find the correct vehicles- write down the words they have made

· ‘Obb and Bob’ use mini bins and CVC word cards- children read the words and put into the right bin
