Observing, discussing and drawing different buildings/ houses


Discussing the features of buildings/houses


Discussing the use of different materials


Designing, drawing and labelling a building with a partner


Using range of materials including card, paper and wood to make a building


Adding wooden features, using a range of tools, cutting and joining techniques.





Computing


Programming Bee-Bots (on and off screen) to visit various locations on a grid.  


Learning to use the correct vocabulary such as algorithm, program, execute and debug. 


Predicting where a Bee-Bot will end up when programs are executed and debugging faulty algorithms. 


Beginning to use Logo software to draw shapes and beginning to appreciate that programs can be written in code.  


Beginning to use branching databases to identify mini-beasts.








Music





Making a variety of sounds with their voices, bodies and instruments.


Exploring how these sounds can be changed and used expressively in response to a stimulus.


Selecting sounds that reflect the mood of chants and songs.





PSHE


Learning about emotions.  


Thinking of a range of positive and negative emotions and identifying situations where they might feel this way.  


Considering how their emotions affect others and how they can help other people feel better when they are sad or upset. 


Thinking about who they can go to when they feel worried about anything both at home and in school.





RE





Children will be reflecting on what it means to be a leader and what makes a good leader.


They will find out reasons why Christians follow and worship Jesus and how this motivates their lives. 


They will begin to explore the story of Moses from the Jewish religion.





Science





Distinguishing between an object and the material from which it is made.


Identifying and naming a variety of everyday materials, including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water and rock.


 Describing the simple physical properties of a variety of everyday materials.


Comparing and grouping together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of their simple physical properties.


Finding out how the shapes of solid objects made from some materials can be changed by squashing, bending, twisting and stretching.





Maths





Constructing and interpreting simple tally charts and block diagrams.


Comparing and ordering numbers to 100 and beyond on a numberline.


Counting in steps of 2, 3, 5 and 10 from any number, forwards and backwards.


Recognising place value in two and three-digit numbers.


Writing numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words.


Adding and subtracting: a two-digit number and ones, three one-digit numbers and two two-digit numbers.


Recognising and using the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction to solve missing number problems.


Remembering that addition can be done in any order, whereas subtraction cannot.


Revising the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables.


Calculating multiplication facts within these tables.


Learning that multiplication of two numbers can be done in any order, whereas division cannot.


Identifying and describing properties of 2D and 3D shapes.


Measuring length/height, mass and volume/capacity using standard units.





English





Reading, exploring and writing stories by the same author – Francesca Simon (Horrid Henry).


Reading, exploring and writing information texts.


Learning strategies for answering comprehension questions on non-fiction texts.


GRAMMAR – learning about verbs in the past tense, adverbs, question marks and question sentences and comma in lists.





Theme – FIRE! FIRE! The Great Fire of London





Comparing London today to London in 1666.


Learning about the Monument for the Great Fire in London and the key people at the time of the Fire – King Charles II and Samuel Pepys.


Investigating the story of the Great Fire and sequencing the events.


Exploring how the fire started, why it spread so quickly and how it stopped.


Exploring eye witness accounts of the events of the Fire, focussing on Samuel Pepys’ diary entry.
