Science

RE


The children will be thinking about who is Jewish and how do they live. They will find out about Jewish artefacts and festivals. They will explore what many Jewish families do to celebrate Shabbat and look at stories from the Jewish Bible.


The children will discuss what it means to belong to different groups, including their families and school and will share what they enjoy about them and why they are important to them. They will think about how children are welcomed into Christianity through infant baptism and will identify the symbols used in Christianity. They will talk about what is special to Christians and Jews when they meet for worship.








Computing


The children will be learning about animation. They will make their own short stick figure animations and a longer animation of a flowering plant growing using 2animate software.


Then they will be starting their coding lessons. They will be beginning to understand how code executes when a program is run and will plan and make a computer program.
