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Geography


•	Know the names of and locate the seven continents of the world.

Maths


Understanding place value in two-digit numbers and representing numbers in different ways.


Comparing and ordering numbers using the symbols, <, > and =.


Adding and subtracting:


a multiple of 10 to a two-digit number


two two-digit numbers.


Using knowledge of the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction to solve missing number problems.


Deriving and quickly recalling facts from the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables, in any order.


Using pictorial and written methods to calculate multiplication and division facts, recognising their inverse relationship.


Solving problems involving number, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.


Reasoning about addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.


Investigating and comparing the properties of 2D and 3D shapes.


Choosing and using appropriate standard units to measure temperature.


Recognising, naming and writing fractions 1/3, ¼, 2/4, ¾ and understanding equivalence of 2/4 to ½.


Recognising and describing whole, half, quarter and three quarter turns, including finding right angles.


Sequencing events and using language relating to days, weeks, months and years.


Telling the time to the nearest 5 minutes, including quarter to/past the hour.


Comparing and sequencing intervals of time.


Drawing and interpreting pictograms.





Music


Use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes.

Know how to cut, roll and coil materials.

PSHE


The children will be focusing their learning this half term around ‘being their best’. They will be covering subjects such as eating and keeping healthy, understanding that learning a new skill requires practise and simple strategies for resolving conflict situations.


The children will be learning about growing and changing this half term. The will learn to name major internal body parts and understand the simple processes associated with them. They will also learn what is required to take care of a baby and identify things they could do as a baby, a toddler and that they can do now. 





RE


Learning what the ‘good news’ is that Christians believe Jesus brings.


Exploring this through listening to and discussing bible stories.


Linking the ‘good news’ to forgiveness and peace.


Learning how Christians put their beliefs into practice.


Recognising that there are special places where people go to worship, and talk about what people do there. 


Talking about what makes some places special to people, and what the difference is between religious and non-religious special places. 


Giving simple examples of how people worship at a church and a mosque. 


Trip to a Mosque and Gloucester Cathedral!





Science


Exploring the terms ‘living’ and ‘non-living’ through investigation of the school grounds and the animals that live there.


Identifying and naming common animals, including their structure.


Grouping animals according to their type (eg, mammal, reptile etc) and whether they are carnivores, omnivores or herbivores.


Investigating the basic needs of animals for survival, including how to keep our pets healthy.


Investigating life cycles and how animals grow and change into adults.


Identifying and exploring the different habitats animals live in and why they are suited to them.


Identifying and exploring food chains.
