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Bussage Primary School is a Church of England Voluntary Aided Primary School and this policy is written within the context of the Christian faith, practice and values which underpin our ethos, and which are in keeping with our Trust Deed.
Our school’s Christian ethos is that all pupils, whatever their ability or talents, are created in the image of God, and are loved equally by him.

Our school’s mission is to provide a learning and development environment in which all pupils and staff can make the most of their God given potential and aspire to “be the best that they can be.”

Our school vision is built upon the four cornerstones of WISDOM, HOPE, COMMUNITY and DIGNITY.

Introduction
At Bussage C of E Primary School, music is considered an essential part of a broad and balanced curriculum by the Staff and Governors. It is a foundation subject in the National Curriculum 2014. We believe it to be a practical subject concerned with the creative, aesthetic, emotional and spiritual response to rhythmic combinations of sound. It is an art form in which all children may participate with enjoyment. Music is creative, collaborative, celebratory and challenging. It brings communities together, feeds that soul of school communities through the sheer joy of music making whilst strengthening bonds and trust that make a great school. 

It can be integrated across the whole curriculum and add a valued part to any project or theme. We believe that whilst music is to be enjoyed, it also requires great powers of self-discipline, an ability to co-operate with others and the ability to concentrate over extended periods of time. It brings a sense of achievement and self-confidence. It is of benefit to the development of all children. All children should have access to, and the opportunity to enjoy music.
This policy intends to establish the aims and strategies for the successful delivery of Music at Bussage and should be read alongside our relevant school policies such as: Curriculum; Teaching and Learning; Assessment; Equal opportunities; SEND and Health and Safety.

Intent – What does the Music curriculum intend to do? 
Bussage is a school where music is for everyone, it is all around us and forms a soundtrack to our lives. It is our vision that inspiring music-making at whole school, class and individual level gives children at Bussage the opportunity to see themselves as musicians. It is our intention that our pupils should master music knowledge, understanding and skills so that they may make use of music in their everyday lives, or even go on to have careers in music.

We recognise the impact that music has on discipline, self-esteem and confidence and how it inspires children to be the very best they can be and to take pride in their achievements.  Our children will be taught Music in a way that ensures progression of skills and knowledge, and follows a sequence to build on previous learning. Our children will gain experience and skills of a wide range of dimensions of music in a way that will enhance their learning opportunities, enabling them to use music in a wide variety of contexts, ensuring they make progress. We aim to foster a passion for music in children of all abilities.
We intend that during EYFS, children will:

· Sing songs and experiment with ways of changing them.
· Represent their own ideas, thoughts and feelings through music.
We intend that both KS1 and KS2 children:
· Sing and play tuned and untuned instruments.
· Listen to a range of recorded and live music.
· Review and evaluate music that they have listened to.

· Compose their own music.
· Improvise using the interrelated dimensions of music.
· Ensure the children are exposed to music from a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions.
· Know some works of the great composers and musicians and a variety of music from different cultures.
KS2 children will also:
· Use and understand simple musical notation (e.g. graphic score).
· Use and understand staff notation.
Implementation – How is the curriculum implemented? 
We follow a broad and balanced Music curriculum that builds on previous learning and provides both support and challenge for learners. We follow a clear and comprehensive Music scheme (Charanga) that ensures progression of skills and covers all aspects of the Music curriculum. A spiral curriculum approach is used to revisit and master skills over time - a linear progression is not as effective as music relies on many skills being taught alongside knowledge rather than knowledge only. Teaching will refer to skills and knowledge from previous year groups in order to ensure ‘sticky’ (long term) knowledge is occurring. 

The skills of performing, listening, appraising, composing & improvising are integrated and combined in units of work and are sequenced logically to ensure musical skills and knowledge are progressive; these may also be linked to the class theme of learning where possible, to support the wider curriculum learning in the school. All classes will have scheduled Music lessons either weekly or in a block as it may be taught alongside other curriculum subjects in a theme. We want to ensure that Music is embedded in our whole school curriculum and that opportunities for enhancing learning by using music are always taken.
Consideration is given to children who are SEND, Gifted and talented during planning, to ensure they are best supported to reach their true potential. Children with sensory issues or other SEND considerations will be provided with adaptive instruments where possible and/or ear defenders if needed in order to still fully participate within the music lesson. Gifted and talented pupils will be encouraged to use their own instruments in music lessons and to use staff notation where others may still be using graphic or letter notation. They will be able to demonstrate their use of musical terminology, support their peers too where appropriate. Musical feedback will be given to children about their learning, staff will be provided with training on how to do this if they have not experienced much music training. Performances will be recorded where appropriate to form evidence of learning and so that children’s progress can be assessed.
Where possible, external musicians are invited in for short or longer term to work with specific years groups (sometimes linked to their termly theme, sometimes as a wider opportunities whole class session). Music specialists will be bought in to provide whole class instrumental tuition in at least one point of the child’s musical learning journey at primary school. 
We promote the love of singing or playing an instrument and plan to teach the following musical instruments to whole class during a child’s musical learning journey in our school:
· Reception children are to use their voice as an instrument. 

· Year 1 children are taught to play the PBUZZ.
· Year 2 children are taught to play the PBUZZ (or ocarina).
· Year 3 children are taught to play the recorder.
· Year 4 children are taught to play the glockenspiel.
· Year 5 and 6 are taught to play the ukulele.
A variety of appealing and up tempo worship songs are taught to the whole school through weekly worship singing practise and worship singing leaders are established to encourage and foster a love of singing within the school.

Children will be able to access extracurricular musical participation opportunities such as singing in or with the local community and Young Voices. 
Peripatetic teachers for drums and piano are available in school to teach individual instruments to those children who wish to learn them (opportunities are presented for pupil premium children). Children receiving peripatetic lessons will have regular opportunities to perform to their peers and parents.
All children have experience of performing to a wider audience through concerts, phase assemblies, carol services, nativity plays, Y3,4, 5 production or Y6 leaver’s play.

All children are made aware of opportunities available and the possibility of accessing them.

In order to ensure that music teaching is of a high standard, staff complete a skills audit to ensure any training needs can be identified and appropriate CPD will be arranged to raise confidence and competence in music teaching (use is made of the local music HUB as well as outside providers where needed). Staff receive training on any new resources purchased to support the teaching of music. 
Impact – what progress will children make? 
Our children enjoy and value Music and know why they are doing things, not just how. Children will understand and appreciate the value of music in the context of their personal wellbeing and the creative and cultural industries and their many career opportunities. 
Progress in Music is demonstrated through regularly reviewing and scrutinising children’s work to ensure that progression of skills is taking place. Namely through: 

· Looking at pupils’ work, especially over time as they gain skills and knowledge.
· Observing how they perform in lessons.
· Talking to them about what they know.
The Music curriculum will contribute to children’s personal development in creativity, independence, judgement and self-reflection. This would be seen in them being able to talk confidently about their work, and sharing their work with others. 
Progress will be shown through outcomes and through the important record of the process leading to them.
Aims and Objectives 

Music is a unique way of communicating that can inspire and motivate children. It is a vehicle for personal expression and it can play an important part in the personal development of people. Music reflects the culture and society we live in and so the teaching and learning of music enables children to better understand the world they live in. Besides being a creative and enjoyable activity, music can also be a highly academic and demanding subject. It also plays an important part in helping children feel part of a community. We provide opportunities for all children to create, play, perform and enjoy music, to develop the skills to appreciate a wide variety of musical forms and to begin to make judgments about the quality of music. 

We hope to enrich the children's learning and provide opportunities for participation in musical activities at their own level of understanding and ability through the development of the following four key skills: Perform, compose, transcribe and describe.
The aims of music teaching are to enable children to: 

· Know and understand how sounds are made and then organised into music structures.
· Know how music is made through a variety of instruments.
· Know how music is composed and written down.
· Know how music is influenced by the time, place and purpose for which it was written.
· Develop the inter-related skills of performing, composing and appreciating music.
· Build self-esteem, self-confidence and self-discipline.
· Develop social skills, co-operation and sharing.
· Develop a sensitive response to sound and readiness to experiment with sound.
· Develop concentration, memory and listening skills.
· Develop a musical vocabulary.
· Develop physical co-ordination through breathing and posture.
· Develop self-awareness, sensitivity, imagination and empathy.
· Encourage children to recognise and express their feelings. 

· Develop an understanding of musical traditions and appreciation of own and other's culture and heritage.
· Use ICT to capture and enhance creativity in composing and performing. 

· Develop a child in a social, physical, intellectual, emotional and spiritual way. 

Curriculum content and coverage 

Children will cover requirements as outlined in the 2021 Early Years Foundation Stage Framework and the National Curriculum 2014 (For Key Stages 1 and 2). 
In the Early Years Foundation Stage music forms part of the ‘Expressive arts and design’ area of learning.
Children will be taught to:

· Listen with increased attention to sounds.

· Respond to what they have heard, expressing their thoughts and feelings.

· Remember and sing entire songs.

· Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person (‘pitch match’).

· Sing the melodic shape (moving melody, such as up and down, down and up) of familiar songs.

· Create their own songs, or improvise a song around one they know.

· Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas.

· Listen attentively, move to and talk about music, expressing their feelings and responses.

· Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody.

· Explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups.

· Sing a range of well-known nursery rhymes and songs.

· Perform songs, rhymes, poems and stories with others, and (when appropriate) try to move in time with music.
The National Curriculum 2014 states that Music is a universal language that embodies one of the highest forms of creativity. A high-quality music education should engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement. As pupils progress, they should develop a critical engagement with music, allowing them to compose, and to listen with discrimination to the best in the musical canon. 
The National Curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils: 

· Perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians. 

· Learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence.
· Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations.
Key stage 1 
Pupils should be taught to: 

· Use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes.
· Play tuned and untuned instruments musically.
· Listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music. 

· Experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music. 

Key stage 2 
Pupils should be taught to sing and play musically with increasing confidence and control. They should develop an understanding of musical composition, organising and manipulating ideas within musical structures and reproducing sounds from aural memory. 

Pupils should be taught to: 

· Play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, using their voices and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression. 

· Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using the inter-related dimensions of music. 

· Listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory. 

· Use and understand staff and other musical notations. 

· Appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music drawn from different traditions and from great composers and musicians. 

· Develop an understanding of the history of music. 

Teaching and Learning 

At Bussage C of E Primary School we strive to make music an enjoyable learning experience. We encourage children to participate in a variety of musical opportunities through which we aim to build up the confidence of all children. Singing lies at the heart of good music teaching. 

Our teaching focuses on developing the children’s ability to sing in tune and with other people. Through singing songs, children learn about the structure and organisation of music. We teach them to listen and to appreciate different forms of music. As children progress in their learning, we expect them to maintain their concentration for longer and to listen to more extended pieces of music. Children develop description skills in music lessons when learning about how music can represent feelings and emotions. 

We teach children to describe theirs and other music using musical vocabulary centred on the main elements of music. We also teach children how to work with others to make music and how individuals combine together to make sounds. Children are taught to read and write musical notation and how to compose their own music. Knowledge, skills and understanding are developed through the interrelated skills of performing, listening, appraising, composing and improvising.
All children will be taught the knowledge, skills and understanding of music as outlined in the National Curriculum 2014 through:

· A range of musical activities that integrate performing, composing and appraising.

· Responding to a range of musical and non-musical starting points.
· Working on their own, in groups of different sizes and as a class.
·  A range of live and recorded music from different periods of history and cultures.
We aspire to make music both interesting and accessible to, and ensure the progress of, all pupils, regardless of age or ability. To achieve this we will adopt a variety of approaches to music teaching, including:

· Discrete teaching of knowledge and skills through us of the Charanga Scheme.

· A thematic approach, including both discrete music teaching (scheme based) and also the teaching of music through the Core and Foundation subjects within each theme. 

· A practical experiential approach, involving hands-on activities where possible.
· Providing a variety of resources to stimulate and motivate pupils, including visits out of school or visitors into school.
Across the EYFS and both Key Stages, the children will be given opportunities to acquire musical experiences from a wide range of sources.

At both Key Stages and Foundation Stage, music teaching should ensure that listening, applying knowledge and understanding are developed through the interrelated skills of performing, composing and appraising. 

· Controlling sounds through singing and playing - performing skills. 

· Creating and developing musical ideas - composing skills. 

· Responding and reviewing - appraising skills. 

· Listening, and applying knowledge and understanding. 

· Pupils should be given opportunities to apply the use of computer programmes to enhance the creativity in composing and in capturing a performance. 

In particular, by making and responding to a wide range of music, children are able to understand: 
· How sounds are made, changed and organised, using the elements and structures.
· Music is produced, through the use of instrumentation using symbols and notation. 

· How music is influenced by time and place and is affected by venue, occasion and purpose. 

Lessons will demonstrate:

· Clear learning intentions and success criteria.

· Appropriate pace of learning and high expectations maintained.

· Account taken of pupils’ prior learning.

· High standards and expectations of presentation.

· Regular opportunities for pupils to plan, perform and evaluate different types of practical activities.

· Good use of a wide range of resources.

· ICT use to enhance learning and teaching experiences.

· Pupil awareness of the importance of music in everyday life and make relevant links.

· Pupils are encouraged to share responsibility for their own learning.

Inside and outside the classroom, all work carried out will fall into line with the school’s current health and safety policy. When educational visits occur, consideration will be given to County guidelines.

Planning

At Bussage, music is planned thematically to help develop a deep knowledge and understanding within the concepts being explored. 
This begins in the Early Years curriculum where themes are inspired by the children’s questions. Long term planning in the Early Years is done retrospectively and ensures coverage of the Development Matters statements following the children’s interests.

In KS1 and KS2, Music is planned as part of a two year rolling programme. Each phase (Phase 2 – Year 1 & 2, Phase 3 – Year 3 & 4, Phase 4 – Year 5 & 6)  ensures that all objectives set out in the Bussage Curriculum Knowledge Map are taught within that two year period within the six curriculum themes taught in that phase. Coverage of knowledge, objectives and skills to be taught within Music is recorded on a foundation subject assessment document to which can be referred to for monitoring purposes. These form our long term plans.

Medium term planning in Music shows how all groups of learners are able to make visible and measurable progress by providing carefully planned lessons around progressive knowledge and skills. These plans give clear guidance on the knowledge, objectives, skills and teaching strategies for each learning sequence, building on prior knowledge.
The role of the Music subject leader

The role of the subject leader is to:

· Ensure that the curriculum offered is broad and balanced.
· Provide a strategic lead and direction for the subject.
· Support and advise colleagues on issues related to the subject.
· Monitor pupils' progress in that subject area.
· Provide efficient resource management for the subject.
· Celebrate and promote the successes of pupils in this subject.

Assessment

At Bussage Primary School the system of assessment of Music is in line with government expectations through the 2021 Early Year Foundation Stage Framework and the 2014 National Curriculum. This system ensures that progress is measured accurately and consistently across the school. Pupils’ progress in Music will be reported annually to parents during the Summer Term of each academic year.

Review

This policy will be monitored continuously and reviewed in detail every two years by the subject leader in conjunction will all staff members.
